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1.1 Intended Use

The Floodlight MS Pinching Test, a module within the Floodlight MS Mobile Application, is
intended to provide an objective measurement of hand function in patients 18 years of age
and older with multiple sclerosis. The Floodlight MS Pinching Test is used by patients in
their home environment, and the results are reviewable by the patient and exported to a
qualified healthcare professional (HCP) for review. The patient is not intended to take action
on the device output without consultation of a qualified HCP.

The Floodlight MS Pinching Test only provides objective measurements of hand function
and does not provide an interpretation or a clinical implication of the measurements. The
Floodlight MS Pinching Test should only be used as an adjunctive tool for measuring hand
function, and is not intended to be used as a stand-alone diagnostic device nor to identify
the presence of absence of clinical diagnoses.

1.2 Contraindications

None known.

1.3 Risks and Benefits

All known and foreseeable risks have been reduced as much as possible and no
unacceptable risk has been identified. Potential benefits include tracking measurements in
key domains outside of the clinical setting and supporting informed consultations between
healthcare professionals and their patients. Overall, the potential benefit of the device far
exceeds the probable known and foreseeable risks.

1.4 Warnings and Precautions

2.1.4 Cancel the Activity

You can cancel this activity before you tap START. If you cancel the activity, you will have
an opportunity to come back later in the day and resume your routine from where you
stopped.

2.3 How do | perform this activity?

To complete this activity, squeeze as many tomatoes as possible by pinching them between
your thumb and index finger.

To complete this activity:

1. Make sure to use the correct hand as instructed on the screen. You can use the other
hand to help keep the phone in place.

2. Start with your thumb and index finger wide apart to pinch a tomato.

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3.4 What if | get a call while performing the activity?

If you get a call while performing the activity, the activity is automatically stopped and no
data is submitted. You can restart the activity at a later time.

3.5 What if | get interrupted or distracted by someone while
performing this activity?

It is best to complete this activity in a location, or environment, where you can focus for
better accuracy. However, it is not a problem if you get interrupted, or distracted, as you
perform this activity. You will have more opportunities to complete this test in the future.
